Notes about the famous Kinman bypass filter (treble bleed) for the volume pot.  

Bypass filter. 
Join and solder to vol pot 
terminals as shown. This 
device prevents treble loss 
when lowering the volume 
BUT will change the way 
the pot swells; at the top 
end of the range it won't 
swell quite as much.  
 
Put tape or heat shrink 
tubing over the join to 
prevent short circuits.
